Having a reserve of
patience will make it easier for you to work through each student’s unique struggles and challenges, which may
be difficult or slow-going to overcome.

4. Engagement. Students are perceptive from an extremely young age and can easily tell when teachers
are bored by or apathetic toward their own material. If you want to generate engagement and enthusiasm in your
class, it’s imperative to exemplify those traits yourself, showing your students an infectious passion for learning — and
all the exciting discoveries and hobbies that it can unlock for them!

5. Active Listening. Active listening is vital if you want to effectively diagnose and help overcome
students’ unique obstacles and challenges. Seek feedback, encourage honesty, provide ways for students to contact you
easily, and be attentive whenever you listen, always trying to read between the lines and assess body language while
you’re communicating.
